* Bibliography
list of all those sources you looked at.



Difference between guatation & citation

* Quotation

A fragment of a human expression that is being referred to by somebody
else.

e Citation

A paraphrase of a passage from a book, or from another person, for
the purposes of a scholarly paper.

How to cite?

* A specific source that you mention in the body of your paper basic
elements of the citation that you need to include are:

dName of the author(s)
Year of publication
Page number or page range

* If you quote a source directly you must include the exact page
number in your citation or it is incomplete.



Quoting, Paraphrasing & Summarizing

omust be identical to the original, using a narrow segment of the
source. They must match the source document word for word
and must be attributed to the original author.

oinvolves putting a passage from source material into your own
words.

oinvolves putting the main idea(s) into your own words,
including only the main point(s).
